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[image: image19.wmf]Atheistic Evolution is an explanatory belief system based upon the eternal existence of matter from which have come an ascending series of elements naturally beginning with simple, disorderly, and non-organic mass to complete, orderly, and organic life, all accomplished blindly by a chance process called natural selection.
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[image: image21.wmf]Pantheistic Evolution occurs as an impersonal force randomly interjects itself as the causal agent in the process of evolution.
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Theistic Evolution is an explanatory belief system based upon the existence of a Creator who by planned and continuous evolutionary processes directed what was made.

[image: image23.wmf]Progressive Creation is a series of discontinuous evolutionary processes initiated by God, having to be shored up by sporadic injections of non-evolutionary processes. 
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Biblical Creation is an explanatory belief system based upon the existence of an eternal Creator who supernaturally established out of nothing, a completely finished and functional universe, in all aspects regarding the heavens and the earth within a time frame of six literal days as revealed in the Scriptures.
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“Many of the pagan nations of the ancient world had their own creation stories. But in these stories, their gods evolved out of natural processes connected with the world itself. They believed the material universe was eternal, and it brought their gods into being. But Genesis declares that God existed before creation and is in full control of the physical universe. He called the world into being by His word. His power is absolute. He does not have to conform to nature and cannot be threatened by it. God is sovereign and does not have to share His power with other supernatural beings”.
 

Before The World Was -- The Scriptures speak of a time when the material world did not exist, when only God and His glory existed.
·  Psalm 90:2
“Before the mountains were born or before You gave birth to the earth and the world, even from everlasting to everlasting, You are God”.

·  John 17:5; 24
Jesus prayed that the Father would return to Him the glory that He had set aside in His humanity to be restored to Him “before the world was”.

·  Ephesians 1:4; I Peter 1:20
Vessels of mercy are chosen…”before the foundation of the world”.

The Beginning Had A Beginner
     There is no real scientific evidence that the universe is eternal, even though some cosmologists argue speculatively for some kind of rebound theory, whereby the universe collapses and rebounds forever. There is scientific evidence, such as, the outward motion of the galaxies (Big Bang theory), and the laws of thermodynamics (see page 113-114), which implies the universe, had a beginning. If the universe had a beginning, then the universe is not eternal, and thus, something or someone greater than itself cause it to be, who is Himself eternal and uncaused. Who is this?

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     Dualism makes a moral distinction between the higher realm and the lower realm, which have always existed. [image: image38.png]


The higher realm is spiritual or invisible and is thought of as good. The lower realm is material or perceivable and is thought of as evil.
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1. The Creator is Unique:

· He is the only One or Thing that has existed before anything else (Psalm 90:20).

· He is the only One who has brought any matter into being. Nothing presently exists or has come into existence apart from God (John 1:3).

2. The Original Act of Divine Creation is Unique:

· The whole of reality owes its existence to God and nothing else.

· Thus, the idea that there is any ultimate reality other than God is rejected.

3. Nothing that God Made is Intrinsically Evil:

· God is good and only good (Mark 10:18), God can only create something good.

· All that God created was very good (Genesis 1:31). There was nothing evil within God’s original creation. Evil today is not the result of an imperfect creation.

· “If the whole of reality owes its existence to God and nothing else, and if what God made was good throughout, we cannot think of matter as inherently or intrinsically evil”.

· “Thus, the idea of an inherently evil segment of creation, which takes its origin from some powerful evil being, such as the devil, is rejected”.

Six days you shall labor and do all your work, but the seventh day is a Sabbath of the LORD your God; in it you shall not do any work… “For in six days the LORD made the heavens and the earth, the sea and all that is in them, and rested on the seventh day; therefore the LORD blessed the Sabbath day and made it holy”.

Day 3 & 6 – God set apart dry land from the waters below, for the purpose of supporting plants, animals and humanity. God set apart plants for the purpose of providing food for the creatures of the sea, air, and land. God set apart man from animals by creating him in His own spiritual likeness, for the purpose of ruling over the earth. God set apart a garden and within that garden God set apart two trees -- the tree of life and the tree of the knowledge of good and evil -- for the purpose of testing man. God set apart woman from man, so that man would not be alone.
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“And God saw all that He had made, and behold, it was very good. And there was evening and there was morning, the sixth day. Thus, the heavens and the earth were completed, and all their hosts. By the seventh day God completed His work which He had done…” (Genesis 1:31-2:2).

“Skeptics have ridiculed the creation story in Genesis because it reports that the creation occurred in six days. But the indefinite meaning of day takes care of this objection” (Nelson's Illustrated Bible Dictionary, Copyright (c) 1986, Thomas Nelson Publishers).
“These days are days of God, with whom one day is as a thousand years; the whole age or period of salvation is called "the day of salvation"; So we believe that in harmony with Bible usage we may understand the creative days as creative periods” (International Standard Bible Encyclopaedia, Electronic Database Copyright (c) 1996 by Biblesoft).
Notable Evangelical scholars who believe the universe is millions or billions of years old: Augustine, B.B. Warfield, John Walvoord, Francis Schaeffer, Gleason Archer, Millard J. Erickson, and Norman Geisler.

THE CREATION ACCOUNT IN HISTORICAL PERSPECTIVE

     For the first 1900 years of church history Biblical Scholars unanimously believed in a 24-hour creation day and a young earth (Any doubts see: “History of 24 Hour Days of Creation in the Church” in Appendix). However, there arose among theologians during the modernist period (1900-1960) new attempts to reconcile the Genesis account with newly discovered scientific evidence that conclusively proved without a doubt (supposedly) the existence of evolution and the ancient age of the earth. The idea that the universe was very old is not a new one, ancient pagan’s believed such things. What Charles Darwin, Lyell, Huxley and others supposedly provided was “the mechanism” (natural selection) that made evolution plausible. The majority of scientists in the mid-1800 opposed the idea. However, many Modernist, theologians and religious leaders were very zealous and excited to promote this new scientific discovery. Even the most fundamental of Bible expositors extremely intimidated by the supposed intellectual arguments expressed in highly technical scientific language bowed the knee, by introducing new and fanciful ways of understanding the Biblical account in light of modern science. Many felt that the geological ages were so firmly established by science that it was folly and embarrassing to question them and therefore some means of accommodation with Genesis to modern geology was devised. By doing so they believed they could continue to be respected participates in the worldwide community of scientist and intellectuals.
Belief in Geological Ages Equals Belief in Evolution

     Many Christians hope to avoid embarrassment with the world by retaining the idea of geological ages, while at the same time hope to avoid ridicule by fellow Christians by rejecting evolution as a whole. Yet, acceptance of geological ages is for all intents and purposes implicitly accepting the whole evolutionary system:

[image: image60.wmf][image: image61.wmf]Dr. Henry Morris says, “Christians need to realize that the geological ages are synonymous with evolution. Geological ages provide the necessary framework of time for evolution… Evolution requires billions of years in order for it to have any semblance of plausibility”.

     If, on the other hand, the universe is relatively young (See “Some Scientific Evidence for a Young Cosmos” in the Appendix) then evolution is impossible.

· If the cosmos is young then there is no reason to retain a belief in evolution.

· If there is no good reason to believe in evolution, then there is no need to retain a belief in geological ages.

· And there is no need to interpret the Genesis account in light of them.

· And the Genesis account can easily and plainly be read and understood just as God had originally intended, with no searching for hidden meanings or conformity to ever changing cosmological speculations.
     Nevertheless, the fact remains that Christians are heavily influence by the ideas and practices of the culture surrounding them and are under constant pressure to conform to worldly thinking.

New Theories Introduced After Darwin – “Theistic Evolution” or “Progressive Creation” theories were introduced for the purpose of harmonizing the Bible with the so-called scientific fact of long geological ages required in evolutionary thinking. They are sometimes called “Old-earth Creationist”.
· Theistic Evolution is creation by continuous evolutionary processes initiated by God.
· Progressive Creation is creation by discontinuous evolutionary processes initiated by God [Intelligent Designer], but having to be shored up by sporadic injections of non-evolutionary processes. God replaces natural selection as the mechanism that makes the process of creation possible. A supernatural version of evolution. [For the most part, they accept majority rule of scientist in matters of age and sequence of events (astronomy and geology) but reject the majority rule in matters of biological or organic evolution and origin-of-life research (chemical evolution)]. They reject being labeled “Evolutionist”, but the fact remains that they accept many of the premises of evolution.

First: The Gap Theory or Ruin-reconstruction Theory -- is a theory made popular by the Scofield Bible (1908) that says between verse 1 and 2 there is a gap of unspecified time between two worlds that God created. God first created the heavens and the earth . . . which perhaps existed for millions or billions of years . . . and then it was destroyed so that the earth “became” empty and void”, a sign of Divine judgment. Darkness prevailed during the gap because of sin. This first world created by God contained many of the plants and animals, including dinosaurs and pre-Adamic humans (evidence found in the fossil record), but because of sin God destroyed that world and it became formless and empty. Then out of this formlessness (vs. 2) God made a new world out of the already pre-existing material in six days. He created Adam and Eve on the six day and told them to replenish the earth.

Response:

[image: image63.wmf]The word “became”, though grammatically possible, is very improbable theologically, if you compare how it is used in other Scripture passages, i.e.: Genesis 2:25; 3:1; Jonah 3:3; Zechariah. 3:1-3. 98% of its occurrences in the Pentateuch are properly translated “was”.
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“Formless and void” does not have to mean judgment when compared how it is used in: Isaiah 45:18; Matthew 12:44; Luke 8:35.
[image: image65.wmf]Exodus 20:11 states that God created (out-of-nothing) everything in just six days. The whole creative process took just 144 hours.
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“Darkness” can be a symbol of evil or sin, but it is not always understood to express an evil connotation – Psalm 104:19-24; 139:12; When God completed His creation He said that everything that He had created, including the darkness, was very good (Genesis 1.31).

If the Gap Theory and evolution were correct, then death would have existed for millions of years before Adam sinned. Death then is not the result of Adam’s sin as Romans 5:12 clearly states. Second: Literal-Day-With-Gaps Theory views the six days of Genesis as literal 24-hours days, but these days are separated by long periods of indefinite duration. God intervened at various occasions (every million or billion of years or so), to create something new, helping the evolutionary process along, with what it could not accomplish unaided.

Response: The text of Genesis, and the rest of the Bible, gives absolutely no hint of any gaps between the six days. This view must be forced in externally.

Third: The Day-Age Theory states that the days of Genesis 1 are to be interpreted metaphorically as long periods of time rather than 24-hour periods. God first created all the basic elements of the universe (Day 1), set them in motion, established natural evolutionary laws governing them, and sporadically intervened when necessary (Day 2-6) to assist the evolutionary process along. The fossil record shows that creation/evolution was accomplished in a series of stages, each new appearance in the geological strata points to a new moment of direct creation. Genesis 1 then, is interpreted so that the ages of geology correspond to the days of creation. In both Genesis and geology first come the inorganic universe, then simple life forms, and then more complex life forms, and then finally man.

[image: image73.wmf]Response: In no way shape or form can evolution and special creation be reconciled one to the other. They are absolutely diametrically opposed to each other. A simple comparison of the major differences between evolution and creation is sufficient to demonstrate the utter lunacy of harmonizing the two. (See “Contradictions Between Evolution and Creation” in the Appendix).

Proof For The Day Age Theory:

[image: image74.wmf]1. Evolutionary Science demands long periods of time in order for evolution to take place. Evolutionary Science is a fact. The Bible must not conflict with known scientific facts. The Bible must be interpreted in light of these known scientific facts. Although many evangelical old-earth believers readily admit that Scripture seems to teach 24-hour days, they do not believe it because of “science” -- “true theology must—and always will—conform to true science”

2. The word day does not always mean a literal 24-hour period of time. Therefore, it is possible to interpret “day” in the Genesis account as something other than a literal day.
3. The word “day” is used in the creation account itself to mean more than 24-hours. “This is the account of the heavens and the earth when they were created, in the day that the LORD God made earth and heaven” (Genesis 2:4).
4. A day is compared to a thousand years in 2 Peter 3:8.
5. Some Old Testament passages argue for the days of creation to be ages: (Norman Geisler provides two examples: Proverbs 8:22; Micah 5:2).

6. The Bible describes the earth as old, aged, ancient, from everlasting, and never in terms of young, recent, or new i.e.: Deuteronomy 33:15; Ecclesiastes 1:3-11; Micah 6:2; Habakkuk 3:6; 2 Peter 3:5.
7. Solar measurements were not begun until the forth day when the sun, stars and moon were created.

8. The phrase “evening and morning” is a figure of speech indicating a beginning and end of a definite period of time.
 I.e.: “the sunset years of one’s life”. The absence of the phrase on the 7th day suggests that this day has not yet ended.

9. The number of events that occurred on the sixth day demands the sixth day to be longer than 24-hours, i.e.: the creation of thousands of land animals, the creation of Adam, the planting of a garden, the observation and naming of the thousands of animals, Adam’s search for a suitable mate for himself but none found, the forming of Eve from Adam’s side and Adam’s observation, acceptance and joining of Eve.
10. The seventh day is more than 24 hours, since according to Hebrews 4 God is still in the Sabbath rest. The seventh day was an indefinite length of time; therefore the first six days were as well.

· The Bible is always correct (Psalm 19:7). 

· This is a fact. 

· Scientific discoveries must not conflict with Biblical facts. 

· Scientific discoveries and Natural Revelation must be interpreted in light of Special Revelation -- the inerrant and infallible perfect Word of God. God-given minds are to be subjected to God’s Word.

Conclusion -- God’s Word overrules any scientific consensus. All scientific cosmological theories must always conform to the never changing Biblical record of a complete six day, literal 24-hour, historical account of creation. 

Question: “Why did God take six days to create the heavens and the earth?”

Answer: “Because He was not in any hurry”

2. The Use of the Word “yom”, “day” by the Author Moses

· Of all of the uses of the word “day”, for a designated period of time, but not 24-hours, none of them are found in the writings of Moses.

· Moses never uses the term to mean anything another than a literal day.

· Any casual reader of the Mosaic Pentateuch would be very hard pressed to interpret “yom” as anything but meaning a 24-hour day.

· Equally so, all Biblical scholars consistently interpret “yom” throughout the Pentateuch as a literal day. (Except for Genesis 2:4; See below).

· Why should the word “day” be used differently in Genesis 1 and 2 than how it is used by both the human and divine author in Genesis 3—Deuteronomy 34? The burden of proof is on old age creationist to prove otherwise! Which they have utterly failed to do!

3. The Word “Day” is Defined by Its Context

     With regard to Genesis 2:4, “This is the account of the heavens and the earth when they were created, in the day that the LORD God made earth and heaven”. 

The Short Answer: The grammatical context is totally different in 2:4 and the word “day” is defined by its context that plainly states that the day referred to is six days.

The Long Answer: Those who suggest that the word yom in 2:4 is a clear example of a period longer than 24 hours, ignore the completely different grammatical context. In Gen. 1, “day” is a singular, absolute noun, whereas “day” in Gen. 2:4 is a singular, construct noun – it contains the prefix b (b). “The context of yom in Genesis 2:4 is totally different from Genesis 1 where there are no prepositions with yom.” 
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     The NIV then, is correct to translate this passage as 

“When the LORD God made the earth and the heavens…”

When did this happen? According to the context, in six ordinary days!

Unwarranted Expansion of an Expanded Semantic Field: When “day-agers” import other or broader meanings of the word yom into the context of Genesis 1 they are guilty of an unnecessarily using the expanded meanings of the word yom within the context of the creation account, for no other reason but to reconcile the account with old-earth doctrine.

A General Rule: “The meaning of a word must be determined by how it is used in the specific context, not by possible meanings in unrelated contexts…”

     If this were not true the Bible would become uninterruptible or nonsensical. Anyone could import the meaning of a word from an unrelated context into another context to make it mean something other than what the author of the original context had intended to mean. (Today, unfortunately, this occurs quite frequently).

     If Moses, the original author, intended the word yom to be understood in its broader meaning (i.e. age) then we would expect to find broader time indicators within the context of the creation account. Elsewhere, “When yom means a period of time, it is heavily modified by other time indicators…”
 However, here in the creation account there are NO “broad meaning” time indicators! Thus conclusively, there is no good reason to import a foreign meaning of the word day in a totally different context into the context of the creation account.

     It is very significant that the time indicators that do exist in the creation account (both “evening and morning” and a number), does not broaden the meaning of the word day but narrows the meaning, almost as if God was trying to make it as obvious as possible that they were ordinary days.

     It is notable that in Genesis 2:17 where the same grammatical construct is found in 2:4, the NIV translates this as “for when you eat of it you will surely die”, old-earth creationist Hugh Ross, decides that the day must be literal. And he is correct in doing so. It also demonstrates his inconsistency and partiality to old-earth ideas. 

4. Is a “Day” a Thousand Years? 
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· 2 Peter 3:8
“With the Lord one day is like a thousand years,

and a thousand years like one day”.
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It does not say one day is a thousand years, but like a thousand years.

[image: image84.wmf]It does not say one day is a thousand years with regard to man, but with the Lord, who is the self-existing, eternal One.
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It does not say that one day is not one day, or a thousand years is not a thousand years. If one day is a long indefinite period of time, then what is a thousand years? One day must be one day (a short period of time) for the contrast to have any meaning.
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The Apostle Peter wrote this verse thousands of years after Moses wrote Genesis. If one day is a thousand years or an indefinite period of time then all those who read the Genesis account prior to Peter’s interpretation were mistaken or even mislead to believe that one day was actually one day.
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Nowhere outside of Genesis chapter 1 does Scripture say that these days of creation are a thousand years each or long periods. When Jesus went to Bethany six days before the Passover does this mean he went there six long periods of time? No! When Jesus said that He would rise from the dead in three literal days His own disciples did not believe Him. What has changed?

5. Days Interpreted as Ages in Some Old Testament Passages? Guess Again! Check Your Context, Please!

· Proverbs 8:22-23 -- “me” refers to personified wisdom that is as old as eternal God, not to creation.

· Micah 5:1 -- “days of eternity”, refer to days of eternity, not to the days of creation. It refers to a time before time, to the days when there were no days. The passage is a prophecy referring to the One from Bethlehem who comes from eternity, before the days of creation.

· Throughout the Scriptures, “days” may be used figuratively, but the “days of creation” are never used figuratively, only historically.

     The Bible describes the earth, mountains and hills as old, aged, ancient, from everlasting, and never in terms of young, recent, or new. 
· [image: image89.wmf]“…the best things of the ancient mountains… the choice things of the everlasting hills” (Deuteronomy 33:15). 

· “The earth remains forever… Is there anything of which one might say, "See this, it is new"? Already it has existed for ages. Which were before us” (Ecclesiastes 1:4,10). 

· [image: image90.wmf]“Hear, O mountains… you everlasting foundations of the earth”  (NIV); “…strong foundations of the earth” (Micah 6:2 NKJV).

“The ancient mountains crumble and the age-old hills collapsed” (Habakkuk 3:6; NIV).
· “the heavens existed long ago” (2 Peter 3:5). 

[image: image92.wmf]Response: 

1.  The semantic range of meaning, of vast-age terms such as “old” (zaqen) and “ancient”  (gedem) in the writings of the New and Old Testament ranges from hours, to days, years, hundreds of years, to thousands of years -- never to millions or billions of years. In order to make a claim that “old” and “ancient” means “millions” or “billions” of years an interpreter must to go outside the Scriptures and apply modern day concepts of long geological time periods into these texts. 
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2.  Since creation itself is not eternal, terms such as “everlasting” (owlam) and “enduring” (eythan) must be understood figuratively. From the human author’s perspective the mountains and hills seem as if they have endured forever, since they have been around along time relatively speaking, that is, relative to human existence. The life span of a mountain, comparatively speaking - thousands of years, is much longer than a human life span - a mere hundred at best, therefore they are considered to be ”ancient”. We must interpret these time passages in terms of the author’s intent, not by reading external meanings of the words into the writings of the Old and New Testament. 
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3.  Vast-age Words are Relative to Human Life Spans Only --

· Moses describes Abraham and Sarah as being old, advanced or stricken in age (Genesis 18:11), “Sarah conceived and bore a son to Abraham in his old age (Genesis 21:2) -- Abraham was 100 and Sarah was 90 (17:17). Joshua (23:1) and Job (42:17) are described likewise.

· Eli was said to be very old, 1 Samuel 2:22; Barzillai was very old, being eighty years old (2 Samuel 19:32); David was very old (1 Kings 1:1; Jeremiah 6:11), being 70 years old when he died (2 Samuel 5:4).

· Kings (Isaiah 19:11), men (Ezra 3:12; Ezekiel 9:6), and people (Isaiah 44:7) are described as “ancient”.

· Joshua spoke of Abraham having lived in “ancient times” (Joshua 24:2). Nehemiah spoke of David living in “ancient times” (Nehemiah 12:46).
· The Lord speaks about things He had done among men in ancient days, within “the generations of men”, that is (Isaiah 51:9), or long ago in ancient times (Isaiah 37:26; 46:10). 
· Sporadically throughout the Old Testament doors, rivers, paths, landmarks, high places, records, boundaries, nations, ruins, waste places, mountains and hills are all said to be “ancient”. 
· In the New Testament the use of “long ago” has a range of meaning from within hours (Mark 15:44) several years (2 Peter 1:9) to thousands of years (Matthew 11:21; Hebrews 1:1).

· Phrases such as “long time” or “many days” are used throughout the Old Testament to describe the longevity of various events, but never with reference to the days of Creation. The contexts make it clear that a very long time is relative to a human generation.
Conclusion: Biblically speaking anything as old as or substantially older than the average life span of a human (70 years) can be described as “old” or “ancient”. So an earth thousands of years old is something that can be considered as “ancient”. This is a far cry from proving that the Scripture teaches that the earth is billions of years old.

Question: If vast-age words such as these are used to prove the earth is very ancient as in billions of years, why then weren’t any of them used in Genesis 1 to indicate creation occurred over vast periods?
Answer: The simplest way to teach the creation events took place over a long period of time was to employ the use of the Hebrew word “dor” meaning “generation” or “period” signifying a series of ages, if that’s what God had really meant. Moses with the Hebrews words available to him could have described if he wanted to, the days of Creation as being “a very long day(s)”, or “a vast number of days/years”, or “the days were old”, or “the days were an age”, or “many days”, or “a generation”, or “there was one very long revolution of time”, but HE DID NOT! 
The Fact Is: Nowhere in Scripture does it say that the days of Creation were long, a long time, many days, years, hundreds or thousands of years, or everlasting and certainly not millions or billions years.


7. Solar Measurement 


The expression, “there was evening and morning”, used six times in Genesis one, if understood in plain language, refers to a 24-hour day. Nowhere in the rest of Scripture is “evening and morning meant to mean “beginning and ending“.
 Therefore is it highly unlikely that it would be used here in this sense. 

From an earthly perspective, with the creation of light and the rotation of the earth it is now possible to have a cycle of light and darkness, which God labels “day” and “night”. Evening is the normal term used to describe the transition from light/day to darkness/night. Morning is the normal term used to describe the transition from darkness/night to light/day. It is plainly clear that in Genesis 1, God is defining for us what a day is.


Solar measurements began on day one when the rotation of the earth began. If the earth did not rotate then there could be no day, nor night, just one or the other. Time began in the beginning, as with the measurement of time. The Scripture could not be any clearer, “There was “evening and morning”, one day (verse 5).

Question: How do humans measure and express the passing of a day?

Answer: By the rising and the setting of the sun. In the Hebrew’s case, the setting and the rising of the sun. Their day began with the setting of the sun.


Question: Are We Living in the Seventh Day? According to old-earth believers the absence of the phrase “evening and morning” on the seventh day indicates that the day is not 24 hours and continues to this day.

Answer: If “day-agers” think that the absence of both “evening” and “morning” meaning “ending” and “beginning”, signifies the seventh day has not ended, then to be consistent, it would follow that the seventh day had not begun either. 

Question: Why did God wait to create the sun until the fourth day?

Answer: The answer seems to be purely theological: “God seems to be making it pointedly clear that the sun is secondary to himself as the source of everything. He doesn’t ‘need’ the sun in order to create life, in contrast to old-earth beliefs”

8. The Numerical Adjective Rule


The overwhelming consistent rule is: a numerical adjective place before day, always limits the word “day” to a 24-hour period. When a number is placed before the word day or any other noun all rational interpreters understand this to mean just what it says. Why would Genesis chapter one be the only exception?



Moses, the author of the Pentateuch which includes Genesis, used the Hebrew word “yom” translated “day” 325x’s; and “days” 208x’s. Every single use and sense of the word is used as a normal 24-hour literal day. (Except for Genesis 2:4. See pages 101-102).


9. A Busy Sixth Day


Question? Is it beyond the realm of possibility for all the events that occurred on the sixth day to have occurred in one day?
Answer: It is within the realm of possibility even in the natural course of a day for God to have accomplished all the events of the sixth day given the suddenness and instantaneous creativity of the Creator. 

Question? How long does it take for God to create all of the animals, man and women, plant a garden? 

Answer: A millisecond, 5 minutes, an hour, a day, a thousand years, a million years? If God said He did it in a day, then He is capable of doing it in a day.
Question? How long did it take for Adam to name all of the animals?

Answer: With Adam’s high level of intellect untainted by sin, it is within the realm of possibility for him to have named all of the major categories of animals (dog, cat, horse, etc.) and to have rather quickly come the appropriate conclusion concerning their unsuitableness and the need for a helper of his own kind.
10. The Sabbath Day 

     Hebrews 4:3-4 mentions that after God finished His works of creation, He then entered “Creation Rest” at a specific period of time that began on the seventh day. The emphasis is on the specific entry point that occurred on the seventh day. God is not still continuously entering into “Creation Rest”, even though He continues to cease from any farther creation activity. This is far from saying that the seventh day is an indefinite period of time. Besides, God has not ceased from all work (John 5:17). This is contrasted with the Hebrews at the time of Moses and Joshua and who failed to enter their “Canaan Rest” because of disobedience. This passage is a warning to believers in the Church that they ought to follow God’s example and not the example of the Hebrews to diligently enter into “Spiritual Rest” -- the place of service and blessing.

Conclusion: If the LORD God wanted to communicate to us that creation took place in six literal days, how could He have stated it any more clearly than Genesis does? He was there and has given us an accurate and understandable eyewitness account. However, the plain reading of the text is not sufficient enough for some who deem it is necessary to interpret the creation account in light of modern evolutionary science.

     It has been clearly demonstrate that geological ages cannot possibly be harmonized with the six days of creation. Nevertheless, to someone who is stubbornly committed to the geological ages (and therefore to evolution), there is no alternative but to give up belief in Genesis as an actual historical account of the events of creation by God. On the other hand these same individuals wish to retain some kind of confidence in the divine inspiration of Genesis rather than reject it completely. There solution is the “Framework Hypothesis” which considers the creation story as some kind of literary devise rather than actual history.

Fourth: Framework Hypothesis is a method of interpreting the creation account in a merely symbolic, poetic, allegorical, supra-historical or mystical way. 


The author of Genesis used a series of literary device that was the framework for a poetic saga giving the “spiritual” meaning of what actually occurred over billions of years of evolution.


The main truth is that divine Providence guided the process.

The “days” are symbolic expressions having nothing to do with actual time or history, but are overlapping stages of a long evolutionary process.


“All agree in rejecting Genesis as “scientific” or “historical”. They concur that Genesis teaches the fact of “creation” and the “fall”, but deny that it has anything to say concerning the method. They hope to retain whatever theological significance it may have while, at the same time, avoiding scientific embarrassment”.

Response:

Henry Morris says:

     “The events of Genesis 1-11 are recorded in simple narrative form, as though the writer fully intended to record a series of straightforward historical facts; there is certainly no internal or exegetical reason for taking them in any other way… Furthermore, the later writers of Scriptures refer again and again to early these chapters of Genesis, always accepting them as both factual history and authoritative doctrine”.

Plain Language

     The plain straightforward reading of the Creation account is both the natural and effortless understanding that flows from the text. Moses could have easily and unambiguously communicated with the Hebrew language available to him that God created over long periods of time. But HE DID NOT! If God wanted to tell us that He created all things is just six days, how could He have stated it more unmistakably than Genesis does? All other explanations seem forced and unnecessarily complicated. 

     The Fact Is: The entire book of Genesis is an historical account of the beginnings of God’s redemptive history -- The historical account of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob (chapter 12-50) flows naturally out of the historical account of the Tower of Babel (11), which flows naturally out of historical account of the Flood (6-10), which flows naturally out of the historical account of the establishment of civilization (5), which flows naturally out of the historical account of Cain and Abel (4), which flows naturally out of the historical account of the Fall (3), which flows naturally out of the historical account of the Creation (1-2).

Question? If a reader employs a literary device on the Creation account, where does the literary device ultimately end and the historical begin? -- At the Fall? After the Flood? After the Tower of Babel? And why there? Why not regard all the biblical miracles as literary devices? Why not regard the Gospel accounts of the life, death, and resurrection of Christ as a mere allegory, having no real basis in history. 
Answer: There is no merit for treating the Creation account as mere myth, allegory or a literary device, especially since the rest of Scriptures does not either.


· The Scriptures refers to the Creation as occurring suddenly and as a past, completed event (see pages 108-118).

· Jesus referred to the creation of Adam and Eve as an historical event. (Mark 10:6). 

· The Apostle Paul does so as well (1 Timothy 2:13-14, Romans 5:12-20, 1 Corinthians 15:22). Peter mentions the flood, (1 Peter 3:20); John refers to Cain and Abel (1 John 3:12); Jude refers to Cain, Enoch and Adam (11, 14).

· Belief in creation out of nothing is part of the essence of faith (Hebrews 11:3).

The Bottom Line: To question the historicity of the events in the early chapter of Genesis is to undermine the very essence of Christian Faith!
The Truth Is: “If Genesis 1 is not accurate, then there is no way to be certain that the rest of Scripture tells the truth.”

Evidence For A Sudden Creation


1. Creation is Spoken of as Happening Suddenly!

· Genesis 1:3
“God said, "Let there be light"; and there was light”.

· Hebrews 11:3
“By faith we understand that the worlds were prepared by the word of God, so that what is seen was not made out of things which are visible”.

· Psalm 33:6
“By the word of the LORD the heavens were made, and by the breath of His mouth all their host”.

2. The Destruction of This Present Heavens and Earth will Occur Suddenly!
· 2 Peter 3:10
“The day of the Lord will come like a thief, in which the heavens will pass away with a roar and the elements will be destroyed with intense heat, and the earth and its works will be burned up”.

3. Creation of the New Heavens and Earth will Occur Suddenly!
· Isaiah 65:17
“For behold, I create new heavens and a new earth; and the former things will not be remembered or come to mind”.

· Revelation 21:1
“Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth; for the first heaven and the first earth passed away, and there is no longer any sea”.

4. The Inauguration Events of the New Age Began Suddenly -- 
· After 400 years of silence suddenly messengers from God begin to speak: angels (Luke 1:11, 26f; 2:9,13), prophets, i.e.: Zacharias, Simeon, John the Baptist, and Jesus, and even prophetess, i.e.: Elizabeth and Mary.

· Christ’s resurrection was announced suddenly (Luke 24:4).

· The Spirit’s came and the Church began suddenly (Acts 2:2).

· The Lord appeared before Paul suddenly (Acts 9:3; 12:7; 16:26).
5. The Events of the Ends Times will Begin Suddenly -- Rapture, Tribulation, Second Coming, and the Establishment of the Kingdom.

· 1 Corinthians 15:51-52
“I tell you a mystery; we will not all sleep, but we will all be changed, in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet; for the trumpet will sound, and the dead will be raised imperishable, and we will be changed”.

· 1 Thessalonians 5:2-3
“You yourselves know full well that the day of the Lord will come just like a thief in the night…destruction will come upon them suddenly…”

· Mark 13:33-36
“…you do not know when the appointed time will come…Therefore, be on the alert… in case the Lord should come suddenly and find you asleep”.

· Revelation 22:20
“He who testifies to these things says, "Yes, I am coming quickly." Amen. Come, Lord Jesus”.


6. All of Christ’s Miracles Occurred Suddenly! (Exception - Mark 8:25). 

Examples:
· John 2:1-11 -- Jesus turn water into wine suddenly by creating grape paste out of no preexisting grapes. He by passed the growing process and the aging process necessary to make wine.
· John 6:1-14 -- Jesus multiplied bread and fish suddenly. He bypassed the time consuming process of growing additional flour, rolling and baking it into bread, waiting for additional fish to be born and mature, and then cooking them.
· Mark 1:41-42
“Jesus stretched out His hand and touched him, and said to him, "I am willing; be cleansed." Immediately the leprosy left him and he was cleansed”.

· Mark 2:10-12
“He (Jesus) said to the paralytic, "I say to you, get up, pick up your pallet and go home." And he got up and immediately picked up the pallet and went out in the sight of everyone…”

· Mark 5:35; 40-42
“While He was still speaking, they came from the house of the synagogue official, saying, "Your daughter has died; why trouble the Teacher anymore…and Jesus entered the room where the child was. Taking the child by the hand, He said to her…‘get up!’ Immediately the girl got up and began to walk…”

7. Salvation Occurs Suddenly!
· 2 Corinthians 4:6
“For God, who said, "Light shall shine out of darkness," is the One who has shone in our hearts to give the Light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Christ”.

· 2 Corinthians 5:17
“Therefore if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creature; the old things passed away; behold, new things have come”.


     When God acts He acts swiftly and suddenly. It may seem to us a long time for God to act, but when He does act, it happens quickly and decisively. “The Lord is not slow about His promise, as some count slowness…” (2 Peter 3:9).
8. The Goodness of Creation and the Creator

· Genesis 1:4,12,18,21
“God saw that the light was good… and God saw that it was good… etc…”

Good “tov” in Hebrew means beautiful, best, better, bountiful.

· Genesis 1:31-2:1
“And God saw all that He had made, and Behold, it was very good. And there was evening and there was morning, the sixth day.

Very “meod” is used in Hebrew to intensive other words – greatly, vehemently, exceedingly, especially, fervently, strongly, intensely, vigorously.
 No Death, Disease or Evil In God’s Original Creation!

· Deuteronomy 32:4; II Samuel 22:31=Psalm 18:30; Ezekiel 28:15
“He is the Rock, his work is perfect, for all His ways are just…”

“As for God, his way is perfect, the word of the LORD is proven…” (NKJV).
“You were blameless “perfect” in your ways from the day you were created, till wickedness was found in you” (NIV)
     “It is folly to claim that the view that creation was lacking any evil is something unheard of in church doctrine, and a novelty… recently invented. Rather, it has been the view of the Christian church consistently”
 Esteemed commentators understood the repetition of “good” culminating in “very good” enabling them to teach an absence of any principle of evil or death in the original creation:

John Calvin – “…he pronounces it perfectly good that we may know that there is in the symmetry of God’s work the highest perfection, to which nothing can be added”.

Keil and Delitzch (Experts in the Hebrew language) – “By the application of the term “good”… and the emphasis of “very”… the existence of anything evil in the creation of God is absolutely denied”.

Leupold – “…to the effect that individual works were good comes this stronger statement to the effect that it was “very good,” making a total of seven times that the word is used – seven being the mark of divine operation. The thought that God might be the author of evil and imperfection must be guarded against most strenuously. The “behold” moves the expression “very good” prominently into the foreground…”

The Turning Point: Adam’s Sin

· Romans 5:12
“through one man (Adam) sin entered into the world, and death through sin…”

· Romans 6:23
“…the wages of sin is death…”

     After Adam’s fall into sin, God cursed all three participants: the serpent, the women, and the man (Genesis 3:14-19). When God addresses Adam the death sentence was pronounced (Genesis 3:19) it was physical death.

     According to Paul there was no death prior to Adam’s sin mentioned in Genesis chapter 3. No death is mentioned in the creation account (Genesis 1-2). No death is very, very GOOD! Very long ages with billions and billions of animals dying violently, is certainly not at all a good! In fact, it is a very, very BAD!  It’s just wrong!

“EVILUTION” IS: LONG AGES + DEATH = A BAD THING!

CREATION IS: SIX DAYS + NO DEATH = A GOOD THING!
Henry Morris states:
Jacques Monod, an outstanding biologist, winner of a Nobel Prize, and a thoroughly convinced evolutionist, was perplexed how any one could see how evolution could be compatible with theism:


Where Did Death and Suffering Come From?


      “If a Christian teaches that suffering existed before there was any sin to warrant it, how then can he give a good apologetic answer to the question such as ‘Why would God allow mass murders such as the terrorist attack on New York?’ A consistent biblical answer points out that death is an intruder, so it is not part of God’s original creation, but ultimately due to man’s sin. However, according to long-age theology, death has always been with us, and theistic evolution even says that God used this ‘last enemy’ as His means of producing His ‘very good’ creation!”


Charles Templeton, a former evangelist and colleague of Billy Graham, turned apostate, wrote a book Farwell to God explaining why he had publicly rejected Christianity, the question of animal suffering is addressed:

     “The grim and inescapable reality is that all life is predicated on death. Every carnivorous creature must kill and devour another creature. It has no option. How could a loving and omnipotent God create such horrors? … Surely it would not be beyond the competence of an omnipotent deity to create an animal world that could be sustained and perpetuated without suffering and death”.


Norman Geisler, a leading apologist, and strong supporter of old-earth creationism, is a hostile witness, yet his response to Templeton is essentially identical to that of young-earth creationist:

“Yes, God can create those kinds of animals. And the fact is, He did. The original paradise had those kind of animals and the paradise to come – paradise restored – is going to have those kinds of animals. In fact, we are told that God originally created animals and human beings to be herbivorous (Gen. 1:29-30) … God did not create animals to be eaten in paradise, and animals weren’t eating each other…

     In sum, everything God created was good. Whatever changed things, was the Fall. When God was told, in effect, to shove off, he partially did. Romans 8 says all creation was affected – that includes plant life, human beings, animals, everything. There were fundamental genetic changes… God’s plan was not designed to be this way; it’s only this way because of sin. Ultimately it will be remedied.”

     This shows that how a leading apologist realizes that the only way to answer objections of Templeton and others is with the biblical teaching that death and suffering result from sin. Ironically, Geisler fails to realize that this totally contradicts his own old-earth belief.

     When the Creator returns paradise will once more be restored, the curse of suffering and death will have been removed, extending itself even to the animal kingdom:

“And the wolf will dwell with the lamb, and the leopard will lie down with the young goat, and the calf and the young lion and the fatling together; and a little boy will lead them. Also the cow and the bear will graze, their young will lie down together, and the lion will eat straw like the ox…” (Isaiah 11:6-8).

     Even some old-earth creationists admit the possible literal fulfillment of this scenario in the future: “Yes it is true God will do away with animal death in the millennial kingdom”.

     So then, if God is going to accomplish this, why does it seem such impossibility for them to believe for God to have created this situation originally?

“In the Beginning was Death…”


     Old-earth creationists insist that pain, suffering, and yes, even the “last enemy” death were part of God’s original “very good” creation and totally natural. One argument is that the root names of some animals indicate they originally possessed a violent nature. Animal names such as lion, birds of prey, hawk, eagle, owl etc. are derived from their Hebrew root carrying the sense of violence. It is claimed that Adam witnessed these animals in action – eating other animals prior to the Fall and named them accordingly.

Response: Yes, it is very clear that Genesis tells us that Adam named all the animals. However, it does not tell us what name Adam himself gave the animals. The only thing the root meanings of Hebrew words tell us is what the words meant at the time it was written, at the time Moses wrote the Pentateuch, thousands of years after Adam lived. The references describing the nature of individual animals are all post-Fall. Whatever Adam named the animals in whatever language he spoke there is no record.

“In the Beginning was Pain” – “To the woman He said, "I will greatly multiply your pain in childbirth…” (Genesis 3:16)
     Dr. Hugh Ross sees evidence that physical pain – closely connected with decay – must have existed before the Fall. In Genesis 3:16, “Eve’s pain was not “introduced” but “increased” or “multiplied” implying that there was pain in any case”.

Response: Regardless, “it would be an “increase” even if Eve would have suffered no pain in childbirth, had she not fallen before conceiving any children. After all, zero pain to some pain is an increase! Pain is nothing more than an intense sensation, and it isn’t always perceived as bad”.


“The Last Enemy” – (1 Corinthians 15:26) 
     To assert that death existed before sin is to say that “the last enemy” was part of God’s “very good” creation. In the end there will be no death or suffering of any sort:


“He will wipe away every tear from their eyes; and there will no longer be any death; there will no longer be any mourning, or crying, or pain; the first things have passed away” (Revelation 21:4). “…there will be no more curse” (22:3).

A Cosmic Fall – “Cursed is the ground because of you…” (Genesis 3:17) 
     Adam’s disobedience brought sin and all it ugliness of pain, suffering and death into God’s “very good” = “perfect” creation. Sin produced a negative cosmic effect on man’s entire surroundings. There began an instantaneous separation or disconnect with the creation in which man was placed. Man’s environment, which was originally created for him, was now against him. Adam’s rebellion against his benevolent Creator had enormous and vast consequences. A process of deterioration (The Law of Entropy) immediately began upsetting even the genetic makeup of animals, changing their very nature. This change in animal behavior would not require God to continue the creation process, but a withdraw of His sustaining power. There resulted in a breakdown in the genetic makeup of previously made creatures.

     Because the wickedness of Man polluted the land in which he dwells, God changed rivers into a wilderness and springs of water into a thirsty ground and a fruitful land into a salt waste (Psalm 107:33-34).


A Cosmic Redemption

     During the Millennial Kingdom when the King of the earth returns the LORD will set in motion a process of healing and restoration of the sin polluted earth. The curse will be reversed, paradise will reappear; peace and harmony will reign when the Prince of Peace comes. 

· “He changes a wilderness into a pool of water and a dry land into springs of water” (Psalm 107:35).

· “He will comfort all her waste places. And her wilderness He will make like Eden, and her desert like the garden of the LORD” (Isaiah 51:3).

· “The wolf and the lamb will graze together, and the lion will eat straw like the ox; and dust will be the serpent's food. They will do no evil or harm in all My holy mountain," says the LORD” (Isaiah 65:25).

     Animal sacrifice will be reinstated, however, not for sin, but as a “thank offering” as a remembrance of Christ’s sacrifice, which made it possible to place ALL THINGS in subjection to Him (1 Corinthians 15:24-28). Sin’s effect was vast and far-reaching. But the efficacy of the cross was infinitely greater than sin’s effect. The restoration will come to completion at the end of a thousand years with the passing of the present corruption and the creation of a new heaven and new earth. Thus, the last enemy “death” will have been defeated forever” (1 Corinthians 15:26), “death shall be no more…” (Revelation 21:4). 


9. Fast Forward Creation

     The creation of the cosmos is a miracle, a series of unbelievable miracles -- a series of miraculous moves by a Prime Mover. Built into each step in the process of instantaneous moves is the mark of age and maturity. At the end of six miracle days of creation, the heavens and the earth were completely mature giving the appearance that it had been there for sometime. All of naturalistic time consuming processes were bypassed. The whole cosmos was created in fast-forward.

The stars and their light were created instantaneously bypassing the millions of years that it would normally take for the light to travel across the vastness of space.

Large landmasses were instantaneously created bypassing the natural process of volcanic formation—eruption, flow, and cooling.

A variety of plants and trees were created mature as if they had been there for some time. (The only exception being certain plants that needed cultivation by man).


The birds, fish and the land animals were all created as mature creatures bypassing the natural growing process.

Adam and Eve were created as mature adults, not infants, again bypassing the natural and time related process that we normally observe in nature.
Many argue that this is deceptive. It could be, but only if one accepts the evolutionary scheme of long geological periods as undisputed fact and does not consider any contrary evidence.

10. Man Was Created From the Beginning of Creation

     Jesus said mankind was there from the “beginning of creation” (Mark 10:6), not billions of years later. Mankind has been around almost as long as the creation itself. Man is not an after thought, at the “end” of creation, coming billions of years later.


     Suddenly God created the heavens and the earth and then suddenly He ceased creating. Creation is not a work still in progress. God’s work of creation is finished!
· Genesis 2:1-2
“Thus the heavens and the earth were completed, and all their hosts. By the seventh day God completed His work which He had done, and He rested on the seventh day from all His work which He had done”

· Hebrews 4:3
“…His works were finished from the foundation of the world”. 

Scientific Support

     There are two scientific principles that give collaborating support to the Genesis account. These two laws “are accepted by physicist as perhaps the most secure generalizations from experience that we have”.

1. The Principle of Conservation (1st Law of Thermodynamics) – Energy in the natural universe is not being created or destroyed. The sum of all forms of energy always remains constant.

· At one time in the past there was a mass of energy that was created.

· This energy takes on different forms -- heat, motion, sound, light, chemical or electromagnetic energy. Matter, like energy is being converted into different forms. (Einstein’s famous theorem teaches that matter is simply another form of energy).

· These forms of energy are neither being destroyed nor created. The total some of energy is not used up. The total amount of energy in the universe always remains the same and has always been the same since the time it first came into existence.

     The first law rules out the possibility of ongoing creation and confirms that matter and energy must have come from a supernatural source. The only other possibility is that energy is eternal. On the other hand, the second law eliminates even that possibility.

2. The Principle of Disintegration (2nd Law of Thermodynamics) – Useful energy in the universe is decreasing as it is converted from one form to another. The total amount of entropy in nature is increasing.

· As time passes the mass of energy that was once created in the past is constantly breaking down, collapsing, or crumbling apart into increasing amounts of useless material. 

· “There exists a universal principle of change in nature which is always downhill, never uphill”.
 “There is the remarkable fact that all processes involve energy changes and these changes always tend to go in a “downward” direction, such that there results a net decrease in the “availability” of the converted energy for further useful work.”

· Systems always go from orderly to disorderly, from order to chaos, and never the other way around. 

The 2nd Law Eliminates The Possibility That:

· The universe is infinitely old. If it were billions of years old it would be wound down already. The universe actually shows signs that it is remarkably young.

· An ordered universe evolved naturally out of disorder and chaos.

· Presently, the universe is progressing ever upward.

· Life evolved out of simple forms into increasingly complex orderly life forms. 

     The 1st and 2nd Laws of Thermodynamics alone negated the whole concept of evolution and confirm the Biblical account of a complete and final creation.


3. The Principle of Distinct Kinds

     God created all things each with its own particular structure.  The phrase “after their kind” occurs ten times in the first chapter of Genesis. God creates life and limits their development “after their kind”,


Plants – grass, herbs, fruit trees (11, 12a, 12b)


Sea Creatures – sea monsters, and other marine animals (21a)


Birds (21b)


Animals – beast of the earth, cattle, crawling things (24, 25)


Man was created as another completely separate category “according to His likeness” (26, 27). This distinguishes man from all other creatures.

     All living creatures multiply in quantity “after their own kind”, “after their own particular molecular structure”. 

· Genesis 1:22,28
“God blessed them saying, ‘Be fruitful and multiply, and fill the waters in the seas, and let birds multiply on the earth’…God said to them (Adam and Eve), " Be fruitful and multiply, and fill the earth…”

     There are distinctions made also in the inorganic realm. The earth is quite different from the moon, the sun, and the stars. The stars were each created with its own particular structure, so that no two stars are exactly alike.

· I Corinthians 15:40-41
“There are also heavenly bodies and earthly bodies, but the glory of the heavenly is one, and the glory of the earthly is another. There is one glory of the sun, and another glory of the moon, and another glory of the stars; for star differs from star in glory”.

Scientific Confirmation

     Every living thing is preprogrammed with DNA and genetic information to assure that each and every creature reproduces “according to its own kind”, setting limits on the degree of difference between any creature and its offspring.  Every living organism has its own unique code -- a genetic program with remarkable detailed information that determines the appearance, composition, size and function not only of the creature itself but also every organ and even every individual cell.

     DNA even has a repair mechanism -- An enzyme travels down the DNA strand reading the sequence of molecules along the strand so that an exact copy strand of DNA can be reproduced. If the enzyme discovers any incorrect information (nucleotide) it cuts out the incorrect information and inserts the correct one assuring same kind reproduction. This eliminates the possibility of random chance natural processes.

     Simply Put: When living creatures reproduce they can produce only creatures similar to themselves. They cannot reproduce creatures that are different than themselves. Creatures reproducing “after their kind”, makes variations between kinds genetically impossible.
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The Principle of Distinct Kinds and Genetics Eliminates The Possibility That:

· New kinds of creatures have come into existence since the completion of God’s creation.

· New kinds of creatures are presently being created or evolving. 

· New kinds of stars have involved from ones already created.
Fundamental Genetic Principles contradict the whole basis of Evolution!

Categorical Support

     The fact that scientist can categorize any plant or animal demonstrates that all living things were each created as separate and distinct creatures.

     There was a purposeful separation of plants and animals into created kinds or species. There were and are changes within kinds, but no cross mingling of kinds: i.e.: there are no dog-cats or horse-cows. A dog is a dog, is a dog. We find the extinction of kinds, but there are no new kinds coming into being. This to be true today and the fossil record bears witness that this was true in the past. 


4. No Ongoing Evolution -- There is no real evidence to even suggest that evolution is presently taking place or ever took place in the past. As a result evolutions have surrender to the fact that Darwinian Evolution (Gradualism) is going to slow to measure both now and in the past, or evolution takes place in sudden leaps (Punctuated Equilibrium) that no one has witnessed either now or in the past, which is their explanation for the absence of transitional fossils.

· There is no real evidence for evolution.

· There is strong evidence against evolution.

· Evolution did not happen.

· Evolution could not happen!

· Evolution cannot happen!

· Evolution is a lie and a hoax.

· Evolution is totally preposterous, ridiculous, outlandish, absurd, silly, and laughable.


Evolutionists Agree! 

     “Expectation colored perception to such an extent that the most obvious single fact about biological evolution—non-change—has seldom, if ever, been incorporated into anyone’s scientific notions of how life actually evolves. If ever there was a myth, it is that evolution is a process of constant change”.
 

Creationists Agree!

     “The evidences of intelligent design and special creation abound everywhere in nature, and there is no real excuse for anyone to believe in naturalistic evolution, for which there is no legitimate scientific or historical evidence whatever”.


CONCLUSION:

     In harmony with the normal usage of the word day “yom” especially found in the writings of Moses, and the rest of the Hebrew Scriptures, and in combination with numerical adjective, and the suddenness language used in creation accounts, it is completely consistent to interpret the days of creation and the day of rest as 24-hour literal days. It is now, after 4000 years, very foolish for believers in a Almighty and All-knowing Prime Mover, to suddenly harmonize the simple and plain Word of God, who was there, to the constantly changing and the inconsistent claims of the sophisticated and complicated many words of anti-super-naturalist and skeptical men, who were not there. 

“Where were you when I laid the foundation of the earth?” (Job 38:4).

Have Faith in God and What He Says!

· God was there.

· God knows what happened.

· God could do it.

· God tells the truth.


 Why then would anyone deem such an absurd scheme more believable than the straightforward biblical account of creation?


1. Blind Hatred! 

     Science is not the reason why evolution is so widely accepted. Fallen humanity hates God and His Word with an intense hatred and makes every effort to remove himself from under His Divine authority. They would rather live a life with no meaning or purpose than to acknowledge the existence of an all-powerful, all-knowing, holy and loving God with whom they will be held accountable.

Evolution gives man an out on judgment (so he thinks).

     Regardless of the amount of evidence accumulated that everything in the universe has the imprint of intelligent design, harden evolutionist insist that natural selection has the power to make it look like it was designed even though it wasn’t.

But it was the Spirit and the Son who fashioned it, who carried out the details of the design”. (Millard J. Erickson, Christian Theology. (Baker Book House, Grand Rapids, 1983), p. 372-373)





God did not use any preexisting material. He did not work with something that was in existence. He brought into existence the very raw material that he then fashioned into all that exists.








Creative Terms:





Create -- “bara”; universe (Genesis 1:1), sea monsters (vs. 21), man (vs. 27)”; Confined to God’s acts. Only God can “baara”; To create something out of no preexisting material.


Make -- “asha”; out of already created material.


Form -- “yatsar”; Both God and man can “make” and “form”.








Dualism is the belief in two eternal entities, usually one being good, “the form or idea”, and the other evil, “matter”. The Idea orders, structures and organizes the Matter. “Dualistic Creation consists in someone or something uniting these two, or impressing the forms upon the matter”. (Erickson, p. 374)

Monism is the belief that everything is divine and an outflow of God’s nature. The world is an emanation of God, a part of him separated from his essence.





Creation “Out of Nothing” Refutes Monism or Pantheism








The Commandment to work for six 24-hour days and to rest on the Sabbath - the seventh 24-hour day - is patterned after the creation week of seven 24-hour days.








“Of the two, theistic evolution is less consistent with God’s character. Progressive creation may seem less offensive to college boards, contributing alumni, and supporting churches. It permits Christian academics to say they believe in ‘creation’, for the sake of their constituents, without incurring opposition for their non-Christian evolutionist colleagues”. (Morris, p. 221)

     According to Dr. Robert McCabe, professor of Old Testament at Detroit Baptist Theological Seminary, “In 2:4, “day” is not simply an example of a singular noun but is part of a compound grammatical construction. The literal translation is “in-the-day-of-making by the LORD God earth and heaven… When a particular day is in view in a specific context, (as it is here) it may be translated as “on the day when”. F. Brown, S.R. Driver, and C.A. Briggs, A Hebrew and English Lexicon of the Old Testament (Hendrickson Publishing, UK, 1996).





The antiquity of the earth is an excellent metaphor


for God’s eternality in a 6,000- year-old universe.








How Old is Old? -- “It comes down to what “ancient” means. In fact the earth is old – very old. It is thousands of years old – as many as six thousand years old. This way of thinking may surprise many, but this is because most of us have been evolutionized into thinking that “old” means billions of years, and thousands of years is a “geological instant”. But “old” and “young” are relative terms (as are words such as “long”” – how long is a piece of string?). Sarfati, p. 322.





     Some argue that if you literally interpret evening to morning then it is really only 12-hours, not 24-hours. The Hebrews understood a part of a day (or a year) as a whole.  A day is divided into “evening” (nighttime) and “morning” (daytime). The “morning” includes all of the daytime, until the beginning of the next day that began with the “evening”. The Hebrew’s would not say, “there was evening and then there was evening” this would constitute two days. In plain Hebrew, a day is a day.





“The occurrence of “day” modified by a numeral (e.g., “third day”) is a construction occurring more than one hundred times in the Pentateuch alone, always with a literal meaning”. Henry Morris, The Genesis Record, p. 64.





Sometime “days” are translated, summarized or rounded off into years as in Genesis 5:5, “So all the days that Adam lived were nine hundred and thirty years, and he died”. Otherwise, Moses would have had to say that Adam lived 339,450 days. 





     “Modern theologians who would eliminate the first eleven chapters of Genesis from the realm of true history are guilty of removing the foundation from all future history. They, in effect, reject the teachings of Peter and Paul and all the other Biblical writers as naïve superstition and the teachings of the infallible Christ as deceptive accommodationism. The “framework hypothesis” of Genesis, in any of its diverse forms, is nothing but neo-orthodox sophistry and inevitably leads eventually to complete apostasy. It must be unequivocally rejected and opposed by Bible-believing Christians”. Morris, Scientific Creationism, p. 247.





     “If creation is really a fact, this means there is a Creator, and the universe is His creation. He had a purpose in the creation and man is apparently at the center of that purpose, since only man is able to understand even the concept of creation. It is reasonable, therefore, that God, the Creator, would somehow reveal to His creature man the necessary information concerning the creation which could never be discovered by himself.


     This is exactly what He has done in His book of “beginnings,” the book of Genesis. Rather than outmoded folklore, as most critics allege, the creation chapters of Genesis are marvelous and accurate accounts of the actual events of the primeval history of the universe. They give data and information far beyond those that science can determine, and at the same time provide an intellectually satisfying framework within which to interpret the facts which science can determine.


     The old arguments against the historicity of Genesis no longer carry weight. It once was maintained that neither Moses nor any of his predecessors could have written Genesis since they could not have known even how to write. No one dares suggest such a notion any more. Archaeologists have long since established that writing was practiced even by the common people long before Moses and even before the time of Abraham. New discoveries in all parts of the world are still revealing that early man was a highly skilled technologist in many fields at dates far earliest than imagined possible by evolutionist only a few years ago. Actually there is no reason at all, other than evolutionary preconceptions, why it shouldn’t be believed that man has been able to read and write since he was first created.


     Similarly, there has been a great deal of archaeological confirmation that the general setting of Genesis, from Chapter 12 onward (culture, customs, etymology, geography, political units, etc.), is very realistic—so much so that its narratives must have come originally from contemporaries of the people described. There seems no good reason, except for evolutionary preconceptions, to reject the probable historicity of Genesis 11, which merges naturally into Genesis 12.


     Finally, all the writers of the New Testament, and Jesus Christ Himself, accepted the historical accuracy and divine inspiration of all the early chapters of Genesis…To believe these records as being altogether true and reliable is the only position consistent with accepting Christ as true and reliable”. Henry Morris, Scientific Creationism, (Creation-Life Publications, San Diego, 1974), 203-204.








 “The idea that a loving, wise, and powerful God used evolution—with its ‘struggle for existence” and “survival of the fittest”—as His method of creation is grotesque! “Many different varieties can emerge within the basic framework of each kind, but at the same time such variation can never extend beyond that framework”. Morris, Scientific Creationism, p. 217.








WHERE’S THE BEEF? If evolution were true no one would be able to categorize anything. Classification of life forms into different species would be impossible, because there ought to be an overwhelming abundance of transitional forms in the fossil record. The fact is: there are none.
