The Anointing of the Holy One
I John 2:20-27

Introduction:

I.  The Encouragement - 2:20

A. The Blessing - The Anointing - χρῖσμα
     Only here (3 times) in the N.T. v.20 and 27 (2)

1.  A special gift in the early church prior to the completion of the canon. After that they (and we) have the Scriptures.

2.  The Holy Spirit who teaches either:

All Believers

The leadership, elders

B. The Source - “The Holy One”
“The Father and the Son whom the Father will ﻿﻿send in My name” (John 14.26)
“I shall send to you from the Father” (John 15.26)
C. The Effect – 

1. You know all things 

Context indicates that the things are Spiritual things generally and things about the person of Christ and salvation in particular.

2. All of you all know
In the older manuscripts “all” is subject, but, in 27 “all” is the object.
The anointing teaches you concerning all things: “But ﻿﻿the ﻿﻿Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will ﻿﻿send in My name, ﻿﻿He will teach you all things”.
II. The Compliment - 2:21

A. The Negative - Why he did not write.

“I did not write because you do not know the truth”.
B. The Positive - Why he did write

Because they knew two things:

1. They Know the truth,  i.e. about the person of Christ

2. They know that no lie is of the truth.

III. The Opposition - The Antichrists - 2:22-23

A. They Are Liars - 2:22a

They deny that Jesus is the Christ

B. They are antichrists - 2:22b

C. They Deny the Father and the Son - 2:23
IV. Their Responsibility - “Abide in the Truth” - 2:26-27

A. The Advantages to them

1. They will continue in fellowship.

2. They will be assured of their eternal life.

B. The Defense  against the deceivers

The only way to fight the deceivers is to use the Word of God.

C. From the Blessing Received - The Anointing

1. It never fades away.
2. It is better than human instruction.

3. It is infallible.
